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How do we live as 
spiritual beings in the 

physical realm?



2 Corinthians 4:13 
(NIV)
13 It is written: “I 
believed; therefore I 
have spoken.” Since we 
have that same spirit 
of faith, we also believe 
and therefore speak,



14 because we know that 
the One who raised the 
Lord Jesus from the 
dead will also raise us 
with Jesus and present 
us with you to Himself.



15 All this is for your 
benefit, so that the 
grace that is reaching 
more and more people 
may cause 
thanksgiving to 
overflow to the glory of 
God.



16 Therefore we do not 
lose heart. Though 
outwardly we are 
wasting away, yet 
inwardly we are being 
renewed day by day.



17 For our light and 
momentary troubles are 
achieving for us an 
eternal glory that far 
outweighs them all.



18 So we fix our eyes not 
on what is seen, but on 
what is unseen, since 
what is seen is 
temporary, but what is 
unseen is eternal



2 Corinthians 5:1-7 (NIV)
5 For we know that if the 
earthly tent we live in is 
destroyed, we have a 
building from God, an 
eternal house in heaven, 
not built by human 
hands.



2Meanwhile we 
groan, longing to be 
clothed instead with our 
heavenly dwelling,



3 because when we are 
clothed, we will not be 
found naked.



4 For while we are in this 
tent, we groan and are 
burdened, because we 
do not wish to be 
unclothed but to be 
clothed instead with our 
heavenly dwelling, so 
that what is mortal may 
be swallowed up by life.



5Now the One who has 
fashioned us for this 
very purpose is God, 
who has given us the 
Spirit as a deposit, 
guaranteeing what is to 
come.



6 Therefore we are 
always confident and 
know that as long as we 
are at home in the body 
we are away from the 
Lord. 7 For we live by 
faith, not by sight.



2 Corinthians 4:1-7 
(NIV)
4 Therefore, since 
through God’s mercy we 
have this ministry, we 
do not lose heart.



2Rather, we have 
renounced secret and 
shameful ways; we do not 
use deception, nor do we 
distort the word of God. 
On the contrary, by setting 
forth the truth plainly we 
commend ourselves to 
everyone’s conscience in 
the sight of God.



3 And even if our 
gospel is veiled, it is 
veiled to those who are 
perishing.



4 The god of this age has 
blinded the minds of 
unbelievers, so that 
they cannot see the 
light of the gospel that 
displays the glory of 
Christ, who is the image 
of God.



5 For what we preach is 
not ourselves, but Jesus 
Christ as Lord, and 
ourselves as your 
servants for Jesus’ 
sake.



6 For God, who said, 
“Let light shine out of 
darkness,” made His 
light shine in our 
hearts to give us the 
light of the knowledge 
of God’s glory displayed 
in the face of Christ.



7 But we have this 
treasure in jars of 
clay to show that this 
all-surpassing power is 
from God and not from 
us.



Galatians 5:13-26 (NIV)
13 You, my brothers and 
sisters, were called to 
be free. But do not use 
your freedom to indulge 
the flesh; rather, serve 
one another humbly in 
love.



14 For the entire law is 
fulfilled in keeping this 
one command: “Love 
your neighbor as 
yourself.”



15 If you bite and devour 
each other, watch out 
or you will be destroyed 
by each other.



16 So I say, walk by the 
Spirit, and you will not 
gratify the desires of 
the flesh.



Romans 1:17 (NIV) 
For in the gospel the 
righteousness of God is 
revealed—a 
righteousness that is by 
faith from first to last, 
just as it is written: 
“The righteous will live 
by faith.”



Philippians 2:12-13 (NLT)
12Dear friends, you always 
followed my instructions 
when I was with you. And 
now that I am away, it is 
even more important. 
Work hard to show the 
results of your salvation, 
obeying God with deep 
reverence and fear.



13 For God is working in 
you, giving you the 
desire and the power to 
do what pleases Him.



17 For the flesh desires 
what is contrary to the 
Spirit, and the Spirit 
what is contrary to the 
flesh. They are in 
conflict with each other, 
so that you are not to 
do whatever you want.



18 But if you are led by 
the Spirit, you are not 
under the law.



19 The acts of the flesh 
are obvious: sexual 
immorality, impurity 
and debauchery;



20 idolatry and 
witchcraft; hatred, 
discord, jealousy, fits of 
rage, selfish ambition, 
dissensions, factions



21 and envy; 
drunkenness, orgies, 
and the like. I warn 
you, as I did before, 
that those who live like 
this will not inherit the 
kingdom of God.



22 But the fruit of the 
Spirit is love, joy, 
peace, forbearance, 
kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness,



23 gentleness and self-
control. Against such 
things there is no law.



24 Those who belong to 
Christ Jesus have 
crucified the flesh with 
its passions and 
desires.



25 Since we live by the 
Spirit, let us keep in 
step with the Spirit. 
26 Let us not become 
conceited, provoking 
and envying each other.
